RESPONSIBILITY OF PROPERTY OWNERS; NOTICE TO REMOVE:



It shall be the duty of the owner or tenant of any land fronting on any public highway in the Borough to remove all grass, weeds, brush or other impediments from the part of the public highway abutting or bordering upon his respective lands within three (3) days after notice to remove the same, served by any Enforcement Officer authorized by this Chapter when ordered by the Borough Council.

ASSESSMENT OF COSTS UPON NON-COMPLIANCE:



In case any owner or tenant shall refuse or neglect to remove all grass, weeds, brush and other impediments from that part of the public abutting or bordering upon his respective lands within ten (10) days after written notice delivered either personally or by Certified Mail Return Receipt Requested, addressed to the owner or in the case of a tenant occupied, to the tenant and the owner and failing to do so, the Borough Council may have such grass, weeds, brush or other impediments removed and shall charge the costs thereof against the lands abutting or bordering upon such public highway.

ENFORCEMENT:

The provisions of this Chapter shall be subject to enforcement by any Construction or any Building Sub-Code Official, Zoning Enforcement Officer, Sanitary Inspector, Health Officer or any other Public Official charged with the duty of enforcement.
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
