Smoking Prohibited

A.
Smoking or use of any cigarette, cigar, pipe, or any tobacco or tobacco-related product, or other device used for the ingestion of lighted tobacco or tobacco-related products, or the use, possession or carrying of any lighted cigarette, cigar, pipe, tobacco, tobacco-related product, or device used for the ingestion of lighted tobacco or tobacco-related products, is prohibited within all interior spaces and within ten (10) feet of all main and handicapped-accessible public entrances, at all times, in the following public buildings of the Borough of Lincoln Park:

Notice; Signs; Receptacles

“No Smoking” signs shall be erected, maintained and conspicuously posted at all points of pedestrian access to public buildings and in interior areas accessible to the public.  Receptacles for the disposal of cigarette, cigar, pipe, or any tobacco or tobacco-related product, or other device used for the ingestion of lighted tobacco or tobacco-related products, shall be maintained at all main and handicapped-accessible public entrances.

178.3 Enforcement; Penalties

A.
The provisions of this Chapter shall be subject to enforcement by 



the Director of the Department of Health, or his designee, and the 



Police Department.




B.
Every person convicted of a violation of this Chapter shall be 

subject to a fine of One-Hundred ($100.00) Dollars for the first offense; a fine not exceeding Two-Hundred ($200.00) Dollars, but no less than One-Hundred ($100.00) Dollars, for a second offense; 
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and, a fine not exceeding Five-Hundred ($500.00) Dollars, but no less than Two-Hundred ($200.00) Dollars, for a third and subsequent offense.


C.
This Ordinance shall not replace, supplant or supersede any other 

or equivalent Federal, State, or local law or regulation concerning smoking or use of tobacco-related products, and nothing herein shall be construed or interpreted to permit smoking where it is otherwise prohibited by law.

178.4  
Smoking Permitted Areas; Establishment

The Mayor, or his designee, shall designate an area or areas in the Borough Hall, as “Smoking Permitted” sections, which shall be appropriately ventilated and weatherproofed, marked, located and designed to ensure that smoke is not permitted to infiltrate areas of buildings where smoking is prohibited.       
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
