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195-1.

DEFINITIONS:


As used in this Chapter, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:
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TAXICABS:

Means and includes any automobile or motor car, commonly called TAXI engaged in the business of carrying passengers for hire, which is held out, announced or advertised to operate or run or which is operated or run over any streets in the Borough and particularly accepts and discharges such persons as may offer themselves for transportation from points or places within or without the Borough.

AUTOCAB:

Means and includes any automobile or motor car, with a carrying capacity of not more than nine (9) passengers, not including the driver, used in the business of carrying passengers for hire which is held out, announced or advertised to operate or run over any of the streets or public highways of this state, and which is hired by charter or for a particular contract, or by the day or hour or other fixed period, or to transport passengers to a specified place or places, or which charges a fare or price agreed upon in advance between the operator and the passenger.

LIMOUSINE OR LIVERY SERVICE:
Means and includes the business of 

carrying passengers for hire by autocabs or limousines.

JITNEY:
Means and includes any automobile or motor bus, commonly called JITNEY with a carrying capacity of not more than thirteen (13) passengers, operating under municipal consent, upon a route established wholly within the limits of a single municipality, or with a carrying capacity of not more than twenty (20) passengers, operated under municipal consent, upon a route established wholly within the limits of not more than four (4), contiguous municipalities within any County of the fifth or sixth class, which route in either case does not, in whole or in part, parallel upon the same street, the line of any street, railway or traction railway or any other jitney route.

PERSON:
Means and includes any individual, co-partnership, association, corporation or joint stock company, their lessees or receivers appointed by any court whatsoever.

STREET:
Means and includes any street, avenue, park, parkway, highway or other 

public place.

195-2.
SEVERABILITY:

If any part or parts of this Chapter are held to be invalid for any reason, such invalidity shall not effect the validity of the remaining part or parts of this Chapter.


195-3.
VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES:

Unless another penalty is expressly provided by N.J. Statute or as otherwise provided by this Chapter, any person violating any provision of this Chapter or any supplement thereto, upon conviction thereof, shall be subject to the fines and penalties set forth in Article III, Section 1-15 of this Code (General Penalty), in the discretion of the Judge imposing the same.

EXEMPTION; SENIOR CITIZENS DIAL-A-RIDE:

Taxicabs, autocabs, limousines or jitneys, for the exclusive use or transportation of Senior Citizens, commonly called "Dial-A-Ride", operated or run over any of the streets or public highways of this state shall be exempt from the provisions of this Chapter.

195-5.

LICENSE AND CONSENT OF THE BOROUGH REQUIRED:


No taxicabs shall be operated along any street in the Borough until the owner thereof shall obtain the consent of the Governing Body and receipt of a license therefore.

195-6.

INSURANCE REQUIRED:

No municipal consent for the operation of a taxicab shall become effective until the owner shall have filed with the Clerk of the Borough an insurance policy as provided by N.J.S.A. 48:16-3.  The consent and license shall be effective and operation there under shall be permitted only so long as the insurance policy shall remain in force to the full and collectable amounts as provided by N.J.S.A. 48:16-3.

195-7.

POWER OF ATTORNEY:


The owner of a taxicab operating along any street in the Borough, shall execute and deliver to the Borough Clerk, concurrently with the policy of insurance referred to in Section 195-6, a Power of Attorney, in accordance with the requirements of N.J.S.A. 48:16-5, appointing the Borough Treasurer as its true and lawful Attorney for the purpose of receiving service of process, out of any court of competent jurisdiction, to be served against the insured, by virtue of the indemnity granted under the insurance policy filed.

195-8.

CERTIFICATE OF COMPLIANCE (LICENSE):

Upon filing of the required policy of insurance and Power of Attorney, the Borough Clerk shall issue a certificate, in duplicate, showing that the owner of the taxicab has complied with the terms and provisions of this Article and N.J.S.A. 48:16-1 et seq.  The original certificate shall be posted in a conspicuous place in the taxicab.




195-9.

REVOCATION:

The consent to operate a taxicab may be revoked by the Governing Body, after notice and hearing, whenever it shall appear that the person to whom such consent was granted, has failed to furnish and keep in force the insurance policy and Power of Attorney herein required, or to comply with any terms or conditions imposed by the Governing Body granting such consent, or any applicable law of this state.
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195-10.
LICENSE FEE (TAXICABS):


The Governing Body shall annually Adopt, by Resolution, fees and charges for licenses, permits and certificates for taxicabs.

ARTICLE III

AUTOCABS, LIMOUSINES AND LIVERY SERVICE

195-11.
INSURANCE REQUIRED:


No autocab, limousine or livery service, having its principal place of business in the Borough of Lincoln Park, shall be operated wholly or partly along any street in the Borough until the owner shall have filed with the Borough Clerk an insurance policy as provided by N.J.S.A. 48:16-14.  Such operation shall be permitted only so long as the insurance policy shall remain in force to the full and collectable amount required by N.J.S.A. 48:16-13.

195-12.
POWER OF ATTORNEY:


The owner of an autocab, limousine or livery service, having its principal place of business in the Borough, shall execute and deliver to the Borough Clerk, concurrently with the filing of the policy of insurance referred to in Section 195-11, a Power of Attorney, in accordance with the true and lawful Attorney for the purpose of relieving service of process, out of any court of competent jurisdiction, to be served against the insured, by virtue of the indemnity granted under the insurance policy filed.

195-13.
CERTIFICATE OF COMPLIANCE: 


Upon the filing of the required policy of insurance and Power of Attorney, the Borough Clerk shall issue a Certificate, in duplicate, showing that the owner of the autocab, limousine or livery service has complied with the terms and provisions of this Article and N.J.S.A. 48:16-13 et seq.  The original Certificate shall be posted in a conspicuous place within the autocab, limousine or livery vehicle.

195-14.
COMPLIANCE WITH OTHER REGULATIONS: 


The owner of an autocab, limousine or livery service, operating along any street in the Borough, shall also be required to comply with the licensing requirements of Article II of this Chapter.
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ARTICLE IV

JITNEYS

195-15.
LICENSE AND CONSENT OF BOROUGH REQUIRED:


No jitney shall be operated along any street in the Borough, until the owner or owners thereof shall obtain the consent of the Governing Body and receipt of a license therefore.  Such license shall be issued by the Borough Clerk prior to obtaining a state license.

195-16.
INSURANCE REQUIRED:


No municipal consent for the operation of a jitney shall become effective until the owner of the jitney shall have filed with the Borough Treasurer an insurance policy as provided by N.J.S.A. 48:16-24.  The consent and license shall become effective and operation there under shall be permitted only so long as the insurance policy shall remain in force to the full and collectable amounts, as required by N.J.S.A. 48:16-24.

195-17.
POWER OF ATTORNEY:


The owner of the jitney shall execute and deliver to the Borough Treasurer, concurrently with the filing of the policy of insurance, referred to in Section 195-16, a Power of Attorney, in accordance with the requirements of N.J.S.A. 48:16-24, appointing the Borough Treasurer its true and lawful Attorney, for the purpose of receiving service of process, out of any court of competent jurisdiction, to be served against the insured by virtue of the indemnity granted under the insurance policy filed.

195-18.
CERTIFICATE OF COMPLIANCE (LICENSE): 


Upon the filing of the required policy of insurance and Power of Attorney, the Borough Clerk shall issue a certificate, in duplicate, showing that the owner of the jitney has complied with the terms and provisions of this Article and N.J.S.A. 48:16-23 et seq.  The original certificate shall be posted in a conspicuous place within the jitney.

195-19.
REVOCATION:  


The consent to operate a jitney may be revoked by the Governing Body, after notice and hearing, whenever it shall appear that the person to whom such consent was granted, has failed to furnish and keep in force the insurance policy and Power of Attorney herein required, to comply with any terms or conditions imposed by the Governing Body granting such consent, or any applicable law of this state.

195-20.

FRANCHISE TAX:  


A.
Every person, owning and operating a jitney along any street in the 

Borough, shall, on or before the tenth (10th) day of each calendar 

month, file with the Borough Treasurer a statement, verified by oath, showing the gross receipts from the business of said jitney during the 
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preceding calendar month, and shall at the same time pay to the Borough Treasurer five (5%) percent of such gross receipts as a monthly franchise tax.




B.
The sum paid to the Borough pursuant to this Section shall be in lieu of all other municipal franchise taxes and license fees.
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
