DEFINITIONS:

As used in this Chapter, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:

TRAILER OR CAMP CAR

Any vehicle used or intended for use as a conveyance upon the public streets or highways and duly licensed as such, and

shall include self-propelled and non-self-propelled vehicles so designed, constructed and reconstructed or added to by means of accessories in such manner as to permit the occupancy thereof as a temporary dwelling or sleeping place for one (1) or more persons and having a foundation or on wheels, jacks or skirting so arranged as to be integral with or portable by such TRAILER or CAMP CAR.

PARKING AND OCCUPANCY OF TRAILERS RESTRICTED:


A.
It shall be unlawful within the Borough for any person to park any 

trailer or camp car on any street, road, avenue or highway or other

public place or tract of land owned by any person, occupied or unoccupied, except as provided in this Chapter.


B.
Emergency or temporary stopping or parking is permitted on any 

street, road, avenue or highway for not longer than two (2) hours.  No trailer or camp car while so parked within the Borough shall be used by any person as a dwelling house, place of abode or sleeping place.


C.
It shall be unlawful within the Borough for any person to park or 

occupy any trailer on the premises of any occupied dwelling or on 

any lot which is not a part of the premises of any occupied dwelling, 

except that the parking of only one (1) unoccupied trailer in an 

accessory private garage building or in any rear yard is permitted.  

Provided that no living quarters shall be maintained nor any 

business practiced in the trailer while such trailer is so parked or 

stored.


D.
The Governing Body shall be authorized to issue a special permit 

for the temporary use and occupancy of a trailer or camp car on 

any construction site for the purpose of sales or for the purpose of 

office or engineering equipment storage for the period during which 

a development shall be under construction or a building permit shall 

be in effect.

TRAILER PARKS AND TENT CAMPGROUNDS:

It shall be unlawful for any person to conduct or operate any trailer park of trailer camp within the Borough; and, further, it shall be unlawful for any person to conduct or operate any camp wherein tents are so used.  This Section shall not be construed to prevent certain organizations or individuals from engaging in the pastime commonly called "camping" or "camping out", but rather is expressly designed to prohibit the use of lands within the Borough for the purpose of setting up and maintaining campsites wherein such persons might establish living quarters for themselves and their families.

ENFORCEMENT:


The provisions of this Chapter shall be enforced by the Building Inspector of the Borough. 
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
