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ARTICLE I

SURVIVORS OF VOLUNTEER FIREMEN

27-1.

ELIGIBILITY; DETERMINATION:


A.
Any widow or minor child of a volunteer Fireman who dies as a result of injuries sustained in the course of performance of duty as a member of the Volunteer Fire Department shall receive a pension in accordance with the provisions of N.J.S.A. 43:12-28.1.

B.
Should any question arise as to whether or not a Volunteer Fireman died as a result of injuries sustained in the course of performance of duty as a member of the Volunteer Fire Department, the Fire Department President and the Borough Council shall convene, hear evidence and make an appropriate determination.

27-2.

AMOUNT; PAYMENT:


The amount of the pension shall total ten thousand dollars ($10,000.) annually and shall be paid to the widow of the deceased Fireman during her widowhood or to the legal guardian of the minor child or children of such Fireman, if he leaves no widow surviving, or to the guardian of such minor child or children after the death of such widow during his or their minority.

27-3.

DETERMINATION OF MINOR CHILD'S STATUS:

The minor child of a deceased Fireman shall be determined to be a minor if under the age of eighteen (18) years, unless legally emancipated prior thereto.


27-4.

PAYMENT OF PENSION:

The Borough Council shall make provisions in its annual budget for the payment of any person under this Article, and the same shall be paid in such manner as the Mayor and Borough Council shall determine.   -2701-
