DUTIES OF REGISTRAR OF VITAL STATISTICS:


The Registrar of Vital Statistics of the Borough under the supervision of the Director of the Department of Health, shall keep a record of all marriages, births and deaths and shall grant permits for burial or dis-interment of bodies and shall report to the Director, Department of Health and State Department of Health as may be required by law.

MARRIAGE CERTIFICATES:


Every person or religious society, institution or organization solemnizing a marriage in the Borough shall, within five (5) days thereafter, transmit to the Registrar of Vital Statistics of the Borough a certificate of marriage and the marriage license, together with the certificates of pre-marital health as required under the provisions of Chapter 126 of the Laws of 1938 or any amendments thereto or supplements thereof.  The Certificates of marriage shall be made out on blank forms furnished by the Registrar of Vital Statistics for that purpose and shall include all facts required by such forms.

REPORTS OF BIRTHS:


The physician, midwife or person acting as midwife in attendance at the birth of any child born in the Borough and, in case there is no physician or midwife or person acting as midwife in attendance upon the birth, then the father or mother of the child or the manager or superintendent of the public or private institution in which the birth occurred shall report, in writing, to the Registrar of Vital Statistics of the Borough, within five (5) days after the date of the birth, all particulars concerning the birth required by the Bureau of Vital Statistics of the state on the blank forms furnished by the Registrar for that purpose.

BLOOD TEST FOR SYPHILIS:


In reporting every birth or stillbirth, physicians and others required to make such reports shall state on the certificate whether a blood test for syphilis has been made upon a specimen of blood taken from the woman who gave birth to the child for which such certificate is filed and the approximate date when such specimen was taken, as required under the provisions of Chapter 41 of the Laws of 1938.

FEES:


The Governing Body shall annually Adopt by Resolution, fees and charges for licenses, permits and certificates pursuant to this Chapter.
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
