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90-1.

DECLARATION OF COMMERCIAL NUISANCE:


The operating or conducting of any business, trade or occupation so as to constitute a hazard to human health or produce an offensive odor is hereby declared a nuisance and is prohibited.

90-2.

TATTOOING:


Additionally, the operating or conducting of a tattoo business, including the tattooing of a human being, is prohibited, with the exception that a licensed physician may tattoo a human being for medical or cosmetic purposes.

90-3.

MASSAGE PARLORS:


The operating or conducting of a massage parlor, including the employment of masseurs, shall be prohibited, with the exception of massage or physical therapy treatments administered:

A.
Either in the home of a patient or in the office of a registered masseur R.M.T.) as administered by a masseur registered by the American Massage and therapy Association and licensed by the State.

B.
In the office of a licensed physician, chiropractor or physical therapist.

C.
In a regularly established medical center, hospital or sanitarium having a staff which includes a licensed physician, chiropractors and/or physical therapist.


D.
By a licensed physician, chiropractor or physical therapist in the 

residence of his patient.

90-4.

OBSCENE MATERIALS:


The purpose of this Section is to regulate, in accordance with State Law, the public display by retailers of obscene materials.
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A.
Definitions:

OBSCENE MATERIALS:

Any description, narrative account, display, 

depiction of a specified anatomical area or specified sexual activity contained in, or consisting or, a picture or other representation, publication, sound recording, live performance or film, which by means of posting, composition, format or animated sensual details, emits sensuality with sufficient impact to concentrate prurient interest on the area or activity.

RETAILER:

Any person who operates a store, newsstand, booth, 

concession or similar business with unimpeded access for persons under eighteen (18) years old, who is in the business of making sales of periodicals or other publications at retail, containing pictures, drawings or photographs.


B.
Presumptive Evidence of Violation:

The public display of obscene material shall constitute presumptive evidence that the retailer knowingly made or permitted the display.


C.
Prohibited Acts:

It shall be petty disorderly persons offense for a retailer to display or permit to be displayed at his business premises, any obscene material at a height of less than five (5') feet or without a blinder or other covering placed or printed on the front of the material displayed.


90-5.

VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES:


Any person who violates the provisions of Section 90-4, shall be subject to the fines and penalties set forth in Article III, Section 1-15 of this Code (General Penalty), in the discretion of the Judge imposing the same.
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
